(This has a negative impact on the system's
ability to disinfect the WWTP effluent waters)

- Wastewater sanitation project for Hilltop Drive, pending funding. The estimated cost will be 1.4million.
The Village has identified several other homes that will need to be added to this project.

-The Village has been notified that the $500,000 application for federal funding is pending

Clarifier WWTP: Material is on site, construction /re-assembly had started August 8th. Border Patrol
won the bid at $556,291.00.
