90% plans have been reviewed and submitted to
the engineer with a detailed list of required materials.

A PTI is not required, once funding is secured, the bidding process will start.

3) WWTP: 2024

Pending projects:

-Wastewater sanitation project for Hilltop Drive.

-Cost estimates for this project are under review, modifications are being done. The 90%
plans have been reviewed and submitted to the engineer.

-Cost estimate is $1,276,720.00 dollars for this project. The final price projections will be
done once the PTI is completed through the OEPA, material list costs, and prevailing wage
rate sheets are updated. The cost reduction after review is $423,280.00. The Mayor has
signed the required documents and the PTI is submitted, the Village and engineer are
awaiting EPA approval. The Cost of the PTI is $8,498.66. *Pending OEPA PTI approval.
Estimate total project cost to be $1.35 million.

-Correspondence was sent to all the residents for the TAP fees, the letter was provided by
the Village Solicitor per Councils guidance.

The initial grant application was open for submission in the workforce porthole on
8/21/2023.

-One additional storm drain was repaired on E College Street.

-The intersection is projected to be open no later than mid November 2023.

* Public has been driving through the intersection and moving the barriers, the deputy on
duty was asked to park near the intersection to deter the public from driving through the
intersection, ODOT and Tucson were notified. On October 24th ODOT had a
representative at the work site.

SR 646 will be open Thursday October 26th, E. College St will be closed briefly

for repairs within the next 7-10 days.

-The VA is working with OMEGA, the offset for tap fees is under discussion. The Village
Ordinance for a 4" sanitary tap is $4500.00 per resident.

OLD Business: *The Council will need to decide what amount of the TAP FEE each
resident will be required to pay when the sewer line is installed.

Several Options have been proposed to the Council at the September 27th meeting. A
decision is needed, this information will allow for an accurate cost estimate for the entire
project to be made.

The initial grant application was open for submission in the workforce porthole on
8/21/2023.

-One additional storm drain will be repaired on E College St; the delay is due to the
concrete trucks on E College St for construction of the SR646 intersection.

-Trees at the E. College St lift station have been removed.

5) Roadways/ Equipment/ Buildings/ Park

-Signs are on order to not block alleyways.

6) General:

-Street signs, several signs won't be placed until the intersection of SR646 is completed. If
the Council determines that additional signs are needed, they can be ordered.

-The random drug screening was completed last week per the Mayor's request.

OLD BUSINESS:

Council further discussed the sewer tap fees for Hilltop Sewer Project. Council directed
the Village Solicitor to draft a letter to the residents affected by the sewer tap fees. The letter
will state that anyone interested in making payments for the tap fee, totaling $4,500.00, can
make advanced payments that will be held in the customer’s account without accruing interest.
Total fee is due upon completion of the project.

NEW BUSINESS:

Council member Edwards stated that in front of the old Gingerbread and Bow store on
E. Main Street, the gas company left a riser cap sticking out of the sidewalk, this is a hazard
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and needs to be recessed. The Village Administrator will call Fort Stueben Mainantiance to
advise the of the issue.

Council member Edwards also spoke about the ditch washed out next to the library on
W Main Street/Brown Street. Village Administrator will check the ditch.

Thompson moved to approve the Financial Report and Salsberry seconded. Roll call
reflected: Copeland, yea; Thompson, yea; Gotschall, yea; Salsberry, yea; Edwards, yea. Motion
passed.

As a further
condition for the origination or
continuation of use of the above
services, all extraterritorial customers,
users, or other consumers, must
negotiate and complete contracls with
the Village of Scio, approved by
Village Council, no later than ninety
(90) days after notice of the passage of
the Ordinance. The ordinance also
made certain amendments to the
Village’s Rules and Regulations for the
Public Water System Within the Village
of Scio, previously adopted under
Ordinance 14-005.
