AN ORDINANCE RELATIVE TO THE DEPOSIT, ACCUMULATION
AND STORAGE OF JUNK, GARBAGE, REFUSE AND OTHER
MATTER OF THE VILLAGE OF 3CI0, OHIO AND DECLARING
ANS EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the deposit, accumulation, and storage of junk, garbage,
refuse and other matter on public and private property in the Village
of Scio, Ohio, is a serious threat to the welfare and convenience of the
citizens of the Village of Scio, Ohio; and

WHEREAS, this Council desires to better provide for the regulation,
control and elimination of these conditions in the Village of Scio, Ohio,
and to provide a suitable penalty therefore; and

WHEREAS, it is immediately necessary to regulate, control and eliminate
such conditions for the preservation of the public peace, property, health,
safety and welfare; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CCUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF S5CIO, OHIO, THAT:

Section 1.

(A) No person shall place, throw, deposit, permit to be de-
posited or sweep into or upon any property which he owns, occupies or
otherwise has charge of, or into or upon any street, sidewalk, alley, park,
public ground, or public building, or into or upon any property of another
any Junk (which for the purpose of this section includes: old or scarp
copper, brass, rope, rags, batteries, paper, rubber, lumber, pipe, used
building materials, roofing; old or scarp iron, steel or other ferrous ox
non-ferrous materizls which are not held for sale for remelting purposes
by any establishment having facilities for processing such materials;
and inoperable and unlicensed, dismantled, partly dismantled, or wrecked
vehicle or motor vehicle, ox parts théreor).;. Garbage (which for the pur-
poses of this section includes: all putrescible wastes expect
wastes of the human body and other water carried wastes; all vegetlable and
Janimal wastes resulting from the handling, preperation, cooking or consump-
tion of humans or other beings) , Refuse (which for the purpose of this
section includes: ashes, crockery, bottles, cans, paper and other wood
pulp products, boxes, rags, grass.clippings and other cut vegetation, old
or discarded clothing, bedding, mattresses, furniture, appliances; ruvbish,
dirt, nails, pieces of glass, o0il; and all other similar non-putrescible
wastes ), Offal, Animal Carcass, or any other similar matter of an unsightly
or unsanitary nature, except as 1s otherwise provided or permitted by law.

Capital Improvement Plan: updated /revised: 3/1/2021,

Water Line replacement and paving projects:

Phase |- Second street in between Carroliton St and Eastport street in 2017 (Completed)

The Village will purchase the material and bid the labor work to a local contractor,

Phase |l - Second street from Eastport to Custer way alley to encompass all cross street such as
schoolhouse junction and masonic way, projected date 2019 for initial planning and cost assessment,
engineering and grant possibilities for upgraded line from a four inch to a six-inch line. Project start will
be 2020 depending on grant and allocated funds available. (Completed)

Phase lll- Proposed engineering and grant feasibility for Eastport street

This would encompass the intersection of SR 151 (Main Street) and Eastport 1o the intersection of
Carrollton street 2020/ 2021 would be the projected period. Extended timeline, this Phase has been
reassigned to Phase VI, due to EPA’s guidance for Lead service lines.

Phase IV- Maple and Walnut street 2021/2022 (Moved to Phase )

Engineering and grant proposal for upgrading from a 4-inch main line to a six-inch main line for proper
fire coverage and removal of any lead joints, fixtures, and service lines,

Phase V- Eastport street

Eastport from the intersection of West College St to the intersection of Crimm road 2023-2024
Engineering services and grant possibilities, move the existing four-inch water line to the sidewalk area
and replace it with 3 new six-inch line, replace any fire hydrants that are needed.

Phase VI- Brown street / Elm street / Grandview Street from west College St to the Village limitat
Cemetery road replace existing line with new C900 plastic, repave as needed.

Proposed for 2024/2025. Reassigned to Phase Il due to funding agencies and EPA grant monies for
replacing lead service lines.

Update: Phase Hll will encompass Brown, Maple, Walnut, and Grandview Streets. Change due to Funding
and EPA Guidelines on lead service lines.

Lift Station Upgrades:

New T6 pump 2017
Proposed second new T6 pump installation in 2019 with new control panel and instruments, well casing

inspection (Completed)

New T6 pump purchase and install in 2018.

-Aerator, Tanks, and surface pumps - Condition assessment, maintenance, and service life inspection in
summer of 2023 (every 5 vears)

-Water Storage Tank - Inspection and cleaning required in 2022 (every 5 years per EPA guidelines)

-EZ chemical pumps- Inspected, repaired or replaced every 12 months (estimated cost $680 per pump)
The WTP will have 4 pumps in service and 4 spares on hand

- Schedule 80 pipe-Plumbing is rated for 40-year life span at 120 PS|, inspect annually

-Additional equipment and inspections will be required with the upgrade project in 2018 (WTP upgrade
completed November 2018)

Wastewater Treatment plant:

-New T4 pumps installed in 2016 - inspect and possible rebuild in 2024, replace in 2036 (20-year usable
life span)

_Clarifiers - In need of new weirs, flights, new chains and possible sprockets (replace every 10-15 years)
(Funding for the Clarifier rebuild has been secured March 2021, rehabilitation 2021-2022)

-Digesters- Inspect annually, repair or replace as needed (associated equipment and bubbler)

-Inner and outer oxidation ditches- Repairs done in 2015-2016 / Inspect concrete walls annually, repair
as needed. Drain each oxidation ditch every two years for inspection, cleaning, and repair as needed.
Alternate between each ditch to ensure both are cleaned and inspected every two years.

-Screw Screen - inspect semiannually. Replace brushes annually or as needed.

-Generators - Inspect annually and service

-3way Valves - inspect annually

-Inner and outer paddle wheels - estimated life span of 5 yrs before rebuilding is required / recommend
one spare on hand for emergency repair if needed
